The social project "Computer Literacy for all generations™ is
relevant in solving the tasks of social adaptation of the elderly
and people with disabilities to the modern information
environment.

Against the background of an intensively changing socio-
economic situation, the low standard of living of the elderly
dictates the need to educate pensioners as the most vulnerable
group of the population. Computer literacy is not a luxury for
a pensioner, but a way to give life a new meaning, expand the
circle of communication, and feel like keeping up with
modernity.

The main objective of the project is to provide an
opportunity for elderly people to communicate via the Internet
with their loved ones living in other cities, to use the
information they are interested in, and to develop creative
abilities. All this in combination contributes to improving the
quality of life of the older generation.

The project provides for the organization of a training course
for pensioners and the disabled. It will give the project
participants the opportunity to gain knowledge and computer
skills. During the entire period of the project, 2 people will be
trained under the advanced training program, who will further
teach other categories of socially vulnerable citizens of the
population of the Braginsky district and at least 20 elderly and
disabled citizens under the computer literacy basics program.
