The purpose of the center's activities is to carry out
organizational, methodological and practical activities on
social services for citizens in difficult life situations in the
territory of the Braginsky district.

Improving the social and living situation of residents of remote
settlements of the Braginsky district evacuated and located in a
30—km zone from the Chernobyl nuclear power plant, by
providing social laundry services to socially vulnerable
categories of citizens (disabled, elderly, unemployed, large
families and orphans), who make up 45% of the district's
population.

Task number 1. To purchase equipment for a social laundry.

Task number 2. To organize trips to remote settlements to
provide social laundry services to socially vulnerable
categories of citizens.

Task number 3. To inform the population about the conditions
for providing social laundry services.

1. Disabled people of groups 1 and 2, elderly citizens, the
unemployed, large families, orphans and other socially
vulnerable categories.

The population of the Braginsky district is 11700 people, half
of them are rural residents (5,276 people). After the accident at
the Chernobyl nuclear power plant, the remaining part of the
territory with populated settlements is 128 km, which creates
certain problems in transport and movement of the population,
including to the district center.



10. Justification of
the social
significance of the
project:

There are settlements in the area that have survived eviction
(Gden village, Savichi, Savichi Yard, Soboly). There are also a
number of villages in the district (Nizhniye Zhary, Verkhniye
Zhary, Karlovka, Ivanki, Berezki, Staraya lolcha, Vyale, Galki,
Zhilichi, Beresnevka, Grushnoye, Prosmichi, Kirovo), the
majority of whose population are elderly citizens. At the
moment, there are practically no jobs in these settlements and
there is no infrastructure. The population lives there at the
expense of casual or seasonal earnings. There are no conditions
for personal hygiene. They are also unable to provide
themselves with household services. Unfortunately, there is no
network of consumer service plants in the Braginsky district,
due to their unprofitability and unprofitability. It is problematic
to organize a laundry point for such a population, and
household services for the population is an important sector of
the consumer market involved in creating a favorable
environment for human activity.

Considering all of the above, the most profitable way to provide
laundry and clothing services is to provide on-site maintenance
with the operation of a Camper (motorhome) equipped with
everything necessary to carry out these works. The mobile team
will provide these services locally in accordance with the
approved schedule up to 3-4 points per day. The organization
of on-site services is relevant and justified in this region:
household services for a certain category of the population
(pensioners, the disabled, single people) is providing the
population with a range of socially significant types of essential
household services at affordable prices, regardless of place of
residence.

The project provides for the purchase of laundry equipment and
a car, and it is planned to create a workplace for service
personnel. Social laundry services are planned to be provided
to the entire population of the district. Social workers of our
organization will be able to deliver laundry orders, which will
allow us to massively expand the number of recipients of social
services at home. In addition, social laundry is vital for people
with disabilities in our district, elderly citizens, large families
and other socially vulnerable categories of citizens.

Our institution has been operating since 2004. During this time,
we are constantly studying the demand, needs and urgent needs
of our population. In recent years, the vast majority of
recipients of social services have been veterans, elderly
citizens, the disabled and families with young children. It is
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these categories of citizens who are most in demand for
cleaning services, floor cleaning, and water delivery, since in
many localities there is no central water supply and sewerage.
Our surveys have revealed that due to their advanced age and
health status, many pensioners and people with disabilities are
unable to cope with such a time-consuming and physically
demanding task on their own and are in dire need of laundry
services.

The project is designed to improve the quality of life of the
rural population by providing the necessary laundry services.
The social laundry will provide its services for a nominal fee to
elderly citizens, the disabled and other socially vulnerable
categories of citizens. Social laundry services will also be
available to other categories of citizens. Our institution plans to
invest in the implementation of this project the income received
from the provision of paid social services to the population. By
equipping a social laundry in our district center, we plan to get
a great positive social effect.
